It has been a long year in which many exciting things have evolved to move forward this Sub 
Branch. In March of 2010 I was re-elected as your President with most of the committee of 2009 
being re-elected. This I believe has ensured that this committee has stability and commitment to the 
future. 
 
During the past ten months the welfare department has been very busy; hospital visits has 
increased, home visits to see members has also increased dramatically with many of the WWII 
veterans now requiring assistance at home. The Pension and Advocacy department have 
processed more claims in the past six months than in 2009, many are younger members who have 
asked for assistance as a result of the visits to Enoggera. 
 
2010 has been the year where the Enoggera Army Base has provided the majority of soldiers for 
overseas deployment. This has ensured that two of our Advocates (Alec and Greg) have been kept 
busy with pre-deployment training and the post deployment debriefing. We have been 
acknowledged by the various units for our assistance during this period. 
 
This Sub Branch alongside with Gaythorne, Beenleigh, and the Goodna Young Diggers Association, 
conducted monthly BBQôs and family dayôs activities for the families during their eight month 
deployment. It should not be forgotten that the members of the Defence Force who lost their lives as 
a result of their service for this country came from the Enoggera units. 
 
The Emergency Medical Alarm Department has grown and provides a sound financial basis for the 
Sub Branch to meet its financial obligation. This year we have up dated our computer system and 
installed a new membership data program that has increased our ability to manage our 
membership. 
 
We have acquired three new vehicles to replace the older units as they were starting to cost money 
to maintain. One of the vehicles, a Mazda 2 was donated to the Sub Branch by Grand Prix Mazda at 
Aspley. They have been a major supporter of this Sub Branch for over six years now.

This year thousands 

of Australian troops will be serving away from home during the holiday season.   

 

To show your support for the troops this Christmas you can send them a care package free 

through Australia Post.  Australia Post allows free delivery for packages under 2 kg to our soldiers 

on the front line.  

Be creative with donations while being mindful of Australia Postõs guidelines for the free delivery 

of care packages.  Some suggestions are listed below, as are the general restrictions.  Any 

donated goods that are unable to be sent due to size or weight will be donated to local 

charities.
